4. For CSU GE-Breadth certification purposes, students may use the catalog of entry or any catalog thereafier as long as continuous
enrollment is maintained until transfer to CSU. CSU defines continuous enrollment as one semester or two quarters in each calendar

edr.

5. gtudents may request official certification of CSU GE-Breadth requirements at the SBVC Records Office.

6. Although SBVC will certify Areas A through E individually, the CSU encourages students to complete all areas prior to transfer.
Upper division transfer students are required to complete a minimum of 30 units of CSU GE-Breadth courses with a minimum
grade of C in each course.

7. Coursework from other California Community Colleges will be evaluated according to the CSU GE-Breadth pattern of those
respective colleges. For out of state coursework, the SBVC Records Office will determine equivalency to SBVC courses. Courses
Do foisign mstititions may not bo corificd.
